Gemuetlichkeit and Fun:  the world over, but here in USA especially, this equation has been bolstered by the GIs, in attempts to recreate their fun time in Munich and the Alpine region.  

German cooking has become  part of the American cuisine, particularly in the Midwest, Texas, the Northern East coast, with especially Pennsyvania, the Amish and Pennsylvania Dutch.

Here was from the beginning the common practice of saving leftovers for a later meal. 
Sauerkraut, in fact tastes even better when served the next day.

Only the American custom of serving icecold water with every meal is as strange to the German, as is the absence of this obligatory water  for American tourists in Central Europe. The 1909 Pennsylvania Calendar answers the question of 
drinking cold water with the meal 
in the negative, “because it cools the stomach too much, thereby hindering digestion.”
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Neuschwanstein Castle is perhaps the most famous 

19th century neo-romantic castle in the world. Located 

near Hohenschwangau and Füssen in southwest 

Bavaria, the castle was built by Ludwig II, King of Bavaria,

as a retreat and as a homage to Richard Wagner, 

the King's inspiring muse.

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GERMAN IMMIGRATION BEFORE 1930 and 1948:
   The former German immigration has consisted essentially of farmers, workmen and   

    traders, who came to America out of religious and economic reasons.
In many German states, (during the Empire existed almost 160 different states with different rulers), after the peace of Westphalia (1648), every prince or king could decide the religion of his state.

When he needed money he could sell the sons of his farmers as mercenaries, what happened with the farmers’ boys of Hesse (Frankfurt, Wiesbaden) during the American revolution.
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The 1848ers 
"When the Revolution of 1848 in Prussia, along with  

upheavals in minor German states led to the convening  

of a German National Assembly in Frankfurt's Paulskirche, the aspirations of middle-class liberals toward national unity, civil liberties and democracy seemed 
at first to be nearing fulfillment. But their revolutionary hopes of transforming the loose "German Confederation" into a unified and democratically constituted "German Empire" were soon dashed by  the conservative-minded establishment, and reaction triumphed. Of the liberal nationalists who now became political refugees, over four thousand went into exile in America, the country whose revolutionary ideals had served them as an example."
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"The Forty-eighters, as they are generally called, contributed to American life a large number of individuals of whom every American can be proud. The American background during the fifties and sixties of the nineteenth century was such that these ardent lovers of freedom found a fine field for their activities here after their effort to establish a republic in Germany, largely on the basis of the ideals of Washington and Jefferson, that had fallen victim to Prussian reaction. This interaction of the German émigré group on American life and on the American background on them constitutes a fascinating and an unusually fortunate moment in history."
